* The Holy Ghost can speak and cry out. He intercedes for the saints and testifies. He teaches and leads and directs. He commands and calls us to work and gives us tasks. The Holy Ghost was active in creation.

* The Holy Ghost seals the believer “unto the day of redemption,” and regenerates. A man is born of the Spirit and it is the Spirit that gives the new birth.

· He can be blasphemed.

* The main work of the Holy Ghost is to preserve the Christian until the advent and to conform Him into the image of Jesus Christ. He keeps the Christian secured and grants the Christian eternal security.

[image: ]* The Holy Ghost is a Person. He is a person because He possesses all of the necessary qualifications of intellect, will, emotion, knowledge, and action. We should make much of the companionship of the Holy Ghost and wish to be taught more about the communion of the Holy Ghost.
