Symbol - Something visible that by association or convention represents something else that is invisible; Express indirectly by an image, form, or model; Represent or identify by using a symbol.

* There are seven main symbols in the Bible used to illustrate the word of God. These are, a sword, a hammer, a seed, a mirror, a fire, a lamp, and food. We will also see several others the Bible uses. As we cannot survive physically without literal food and water for a literal body in need, likewise we cannot survive spiritually without literal food and water for a spiritual body in need. The Bible represents and is illustrative of spiritual needs that the spiritual man must have. The Bible is the all-around fulfillment for the spiritual man’s health. Let’s study.

1. The Bible is likened to a Sword

The Bible is a pointed word that convicts the hearer.

“For the w _ _ _ o _ G _ _ is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged 
s _ _ _ _, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.” Hebrews 4:12

2. The Bible is likened to a Hammer.

The Bible is powerful and breaks the resistance of the hearer.

3. The Bible is likened to a Seed

The Bible is the living word, regenerating the hearer
