We know that there is one God, and that this God is Creator of the world and the universe. This God is the God of Genesis 1:1 who spoke the world into existence.
“In the beginning G _ _ c _ _ _ _ _ _ the heaven and the earth.” Genesis 1:1

“Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God i _ o _ _ LORD:” Deuteronomy 6:4

* There is only one God. However, a careful study of the Scriptures will show that this God exists in three persons: that is, the Godhead is manifested (Reveals its presence or make an appearance) in three persons.
“For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world areclearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even hise _ _ _ _ _ _ p _ _ _ _ and G _ _ _ _ _ _; so that they are without excuse:” Romans 1:20

“For in him dwelleth all the f_ _ _ _ _ _ of the G _ _ _ _ _ _ b _ _ _ _ _.” Colossians 2:9

* “Bodily” is a reference to a man. This brings up a problem. How can God be three persons and one God at the same time? If God were three gods then the Scriptures would contradict themselves from the above Scripture of Deuteronomy 6:4, which says He is one God. This would also resemble the pagan philosophy of the idea of three created gods that one can find in all the pagan “mystery religions.” The mystery religions of Rome and Greece had three-headed gods, so the Trinity itself (as a doctrine) is nothing new. The pagan religions have trinities, but their gods are a plurality (Composed of more than one member; referring to two or more) of gods which we call “polytheism” (Poly = many, multiple; theism = belief in the existence of God or gods).

* The word of God teaches that there is only one God. Bible doctrine of the Trinity presents the one God as a God manifested in three persons. For example, one person is only one person. You are only one person; you are not two. Yet in any Scriptural standard, you are three. If you were to stand in the mirror and look at yourself, you would see only one person, yet according to the word of God you would be seeing three.
“And the very God of peace sanctify y _ _ w _ _ _ _ _; and I pray Godyour whole s _ _ _ _ _ and s _ _ _ and b _ _ _ be preserved blameless untothe coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.Faithful is he that calleth y _ _, who also will do it.” 1 Thessalonians 5:23, 24
* Notice in the above Scripture, it wishes “you” (singular) to be sanctified “wholly” (all of “you”). And then the “wholly” (you as a whole) of “you” (singular) is manifested in three distinct parts, “spirit,” “soul” and “body”. So “you are “one” and yet “three.” 1 in 3, 3 in 1.

)*An even more accurate picture is the sun. The sun puts out alpha, beta and gamma rays. These rays are classified as light, heat and actinic rays. No one would deny that the sun is indeed one unit. It is one star- it is certainly not three separate stars, it is one. Everyone that had basic science in High school knows that the sun puts out light rays which can be seen but not felt, heat rays which can be felt but not seen and actinic rays which can neither be seen nor felt. Applying this to our study of the Trinity watch what happens. The actinic rays very plainly picture God the Father which cannot be seen or felt. The light rays which are seen but not felt would picture our Lord Jesus Christ showing up in human form and the heat rays that are felt but not seen clearly picture God the Holy Ghost which is the Comforter. You see, the sun is three in one, one in three, (And the one in the middle died for me!)

)* Again, we have another illustration in water. Water is H20. It is one-part oxygen and two parts hydrogen. Still, it is not three separate things but one, water! Water can appear in ice form, liquid form and in steam form. Yet, ice in liquid form is water. Liquid in ice form is water. Liquid in steam form is water. It all is still water, but reveals itself in three manifestations. Water is three in one and one in three. Easy, right?

* These are facts that can be proven. The facts are, is that water appears in three forms and likewise sunlight is the sun appearing in three forms. You are one person, but are spirit, soul and body. An unsaved man cannot understand these simple facts because they are spiritually discerned.
“But the natural man r _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ n _ _ the things of the Spirit of God: for they are
 f _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ u _ _ _ h _ _: neither c _ _ he k _ _ _ them, because they are 
s _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ discerned.”

* The trinity is a doctrine that is a common ordinary phenomenon of nature. Every person is a trinity-spirit, soul and body-made in the image of God: and of course, although Adam fell, and his spirit died, and men became dead in trespasses and sin, they still have a spirit; howbeit, it is a dead spirit. Hence, Christ says,
“Marvel not that I said unto thee, Y _ m _ _ _  b _ b _ _ _ a _ _ _ _.” John 3:7

* The Scriptures teach that human reasoning has no bearing on a study of God if a person is trying to figure out something that God has already shown them.
“For m _ t _ _ _ _ _ _ _ are not y _ _ _ t _ _ _ _ _ _ _, neither are y _ _ _ ways m _ ways, saith the LORD.For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are m _ w _ _ _ higherthan y _ _ _ 
w _ _ _, and my t _ _ _ _ _ _ _ than your t _ _ _ _ _ _ _.” Isaiah 55:8, 9

* The word “trinity” or “triune God” is not found in the Bible. Nor is the word “rapture,” or “millennium.” We are not dealing with technicalities of whether or not a word is found in Scripture. We are dealing with the fact that the Trinity is demonstrated in nature.

* So according to the Scriptures, we can clearly see and understand the invisible things (the Trinity) by the study and observation of the sun, sunlight, water, and ourselves.

* The basis for the doctrine of the Trinity is very clear in the Bible. For example:

The Lord Jesus Christ’s Baptism
“Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to Jordan unto John, t _ b _ b _ _ _ _ _ _ _ of him. But John forbad him, saying, I have need to be baptized of thee, and comest thou to me? And Jesus answering said unto him, Suffer it to be so now: for thusit becometh us to fulfil all righteousness. Then he suffered him. And J _ _ _ _, when h _ w _ _b _ _ _ _ _ _ _, went up straightway out of thewater: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, andhe saw the
S _ _ _ _ _ o _ G _ _ descending like a dove, and lighting upon him:And lo a voice fromheaven, saying, This is m _ b _ _ _ _ _ _ S _ _, inwhom I am well pleased.” Matthew 3:13-17

* This is a perfect picture of the three persons of the Trinity at work, and though all members of the Trinity are “God,” God is not split into three gods. When we say God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Ghost we are not referring to three separate gods. We are referring to the fact that the Father is God, Jesus is God and the HolyGhost is God. The Father is the Lord, Jesus is the Lord and the Holy Ghost is the Lord.

“Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the n _ _ _ of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:” Matthew 28:19

* Notice that the word “name” in the verse above is in the (singular) telling us that there is one name for one God that manifests Himself in three, the Father, and the Son and the Holy Ghost which are “The Lord.”

* Another fact that we should note from the Scriptures is, not once didJesus ever call the Father “Jesus.” This is a mistaken notion from not reading your Bible. Not once in the Bible is the Holy Ghost called “Jesus.” The Third person of the Trinity is called the Holy Ghost, the Comforter, the Spirit of Christ, the Spirit of God and the Spirit of Truth. The Lord Jesus Christ is called the Messiah, Immanuel, Christ, the Lord, the Lord Christ, Jesus Christ, Jesus and the Son of man. Not once is Jesus Christ ever referred to as the Father. The Father is referred to in the Bible as Jehovah, Jah, LORD, LORD God and God, but never Jesus. So you see the Bible makes clear distinctions of each member in the Godhead even though they are all one God.

The Apostle Paul’s Benediction
“The grace of the L_ _ _ J _ _ _ _ C _ _ _ _ _, and the love of G _ _, and the

“And God said, Let u _ make man in o _ _ image, after o _ _ likeness:and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over thefowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and overevery creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.” Genesis 1:26

* Notice that the Lord is speaking of Himself in (plural) terms above. God is plainly speaking of Himself, not as a plurality of gods, but as a plural God. There is a difference.

* Again, when you look in the mirror you are not looking at three persons but one. Yet you are spirit, soul, and body.
“And fear not them which kill the b _ _ _, but are not able to kill thes _ _ _: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both s _ _ _ andb _ _ _ in hell.” Matthew 10:28

* The Lord Jesus Christ made a clear distinction in the above warning between the body and soul. He said that they were not the same but that they were different. Paul made a similar comment also.
“For though I be absent in the f _ _ _ _, yet am I with you in the s _ _ _ _ _, joying and beholding your order, and the stedfastness of your faithin Christ.” Colossians 2:5

“For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than anytwoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of s _ _ _ ands _ _ _ _ _, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of thethoughts and intents of the heart.” Hebrews 4:12

* If Jesus Christ, the Apostle Paul and the book of Hebrews declares difference in the spirit, soul, and body then we are to think and believe that they are different. They are the same because you yourself are spirit, soul and body. You are not three individuals, but you exist in three different manifestations.

* God is not a plurality of gods, but He exists in three manifestations. His body is the Lord Jesus Christ. His soul is God the Father. His Spirit is plainly the Holy Ghost. The most important thing we know about the Trinity is that it exists. It is a Bible doctrine. Any true Christian that believes the Bible as it say’s, believes that there is one God eternally existing and manifesting Himself to us in three persons: The Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost.

[image: ]* The Trinity is THE fundamental basic Bible fact of the universe. The first basic fact of reality is that God is a Trinity and anything that is real that God has to do with is composed of three parts. If it is reality, it is a three-part breakdown. You will find nothing in the world that is complete that does not bear the mark of the Trinity.

* The act of Redemption is the actual transaction being made in order to buy back something that was previously sold. When a deal is made between two men and a price agreed upon, the deal is not actually completed until the money (price) exchanges hands. They can talk about the deal until the cow jumps over the moon, but until the price is actually paid, it’s not a completed transaction. The same is the idea when we speak of the Trinity working to “Redeem” us from sin, death and the grave. The price was a Sinless Body and Sinless Shed Blood. Redemption is the actual transaction of the price being paid and exchanging hands. The Lord Jesus Christs offering to the Father of Himself. How beautiful and precious is that? What a Saviour!

· God the Father was working in Redemption.

· God the Son (Jesus Christ) was working in Redemption.

~ATTRIBUTES OF THE TRINITY~
* Next and finally, we will study the attributes of the Trinity. As we study, we first will see Gods incommunicable attributes, and then His communicable attributes. When we say His incommunicable attributes, we mean those attributes about God that are incapable of being communicated to others, but are solely His. When we say communicable attributes, we mean capable of being transmitted, and communicated.

~GODS INCOMMUNICABLE ATTRIBUTES AND THE TRINITY~

The Eternity of God.

* When we try to think of Eternity there is no way that we can put it all together. God lives in Eternity. Man lives in time. The Lord created time for man. Also, there is coming a day when the Lord is going to do away with time altogether and there will be no more time.

But yet instead of coming to the One who does have the power to back up what He says and turning to Him for help, man vainly strives to deceive himself in pretending that he is in control. But those of us that put their trust in the One God who manifests Himself in three persons know that He is all powerful (Omnipotent) and has demonstrated it to us personally. He is indeed Omni (All) Potent (Power).
· God the Father is Omnipotent.

* There, we have proof that the Father is deity, the Son is deity and the Holy Ghost is deity without being three separate gods. They act as a unit. The same attributes ascribed to God the Father are ascribed to the Son and the Holy Ghost but not the same titles. For example, although God the Father is Lord and God, and God the Son is Lord and God, and God the Holy Ghost is Lord and God, the exact titles are not applied. God the Father is not called the Holy Ghost or the Spirit of Christ. The Son is not called by title Jehovah, Jah, Holy Ghost or Comforter. They maintain absolutely their distinctions in one Godhead. God the Father is never called Christ, Jesus Christ or Jesus. Three in One, One in Three! A Christian must believe this because it is the word of God. It is what the word of God “says.”

* In conclusion, let us each thank God for the Trinity-the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost- for that which they have personally done for those of us who are saved, and that which they are doing right now in this world, keeping it from falling completely apart and becoming a complete den of terror which it will become after the Body of Christ is caught out and the great Tribulation begins.
