* In this lesson it will be a sort of extension to our last study, the work of the Holy Ghost. The exception being that we will particularly look at what the Holy Ghosts work in the believer is today. This is the largest work of the Holy Ghost and that is why we have reserved an entire lesson for it specifically.

[image: ]* The first thing that we should understand is that there are a lot of things today that are going on in the realm of Christendom, that “claim” is the work of the “Holy Ghost.” For example, “gifts of the Holy Ghost.” This is a major focus of evidence of the Holy Ghosts work with certain people. The thing that we need to understand without going into great discussion is when dealing with these things and “sincerely” trying to learn about the Holy Ghosts work, God the Holy Ghost will never do anything that is contrary to the word of God, nor will He lead anyone contrary to His word. John 6:63; 1 John 5:5-8 Secondly, all of the work that He does in a believer will be for the purposes of “conforming the believer into the image of Christ Jesus,” Romans 8:29; 12:2 and “causing the believer to “bear spiritual fruit,” not fleshly fruit. Galatians 5:22-26; 2 Peter 1:4-9 You see, we are in this world, but the believer is not of this world any longer. John 15:19; 17:16 The work that the Holy Ghost does in us is for eternal reasons, not reasons having to do with time.

[image: ]* Let’s begin. We are going to look at God the Holy Ghost’s active work in the believer in forty-four particulars. We will see what the Bible “says” and what is “sound doctrine.’

God the Holy Ghost’s works in the Believer

1. He assures the born-again believer of sonship and makes him like Jesus Christ.

“And b _ _ _ _ _ _ y _ a _ _ s _ _ _, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son i _ _ _
y_ _ _ h _ _ _ _ _, crying, A _ _ _, F _ _ _ _ _.” Galatians 4:6

Romans 8:16, 17

The born-again believer should never doubt his sonship or His heavenly Father. We are (right now) the sons of God and it is the work of the Holy Ghost to assure us of this.
[image: ]2. He seals the believer as a pledge or earnest of future glory.

“Now he which stablisheth us with you in Christ, and hath a _ _ _ _ _ _ _ u _, i _ G _ _; Who hath also s _ _ _ _ _ u _, and given the e _ _ _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ S _ _ _ _ _ in our hearts.” 2 Corinthians 1:21, 22

“In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, y _ w _ _ _ s _ _ _ _ _ with that h _ _ _
S _ _ _ _ _ o _ p _ _ _ _ _ _, Which is t _ _ e _ _ _ _ _ _ of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.” Ephesians 1:13, 14

The destination of the believer is absolutely fixed, certain, and infallible. The Holy Ghost brings this pledge (“earnest”) into the body of the believer when he is saved. The believer from that point on is sealed unto the day Christ comes for him (Rapture). Praise Him!

3. He fills the believer with Himself, giving a victorious life.

“And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but b _ f _ _ _ _ _ w _ _ _ t _ _
 S _ _ _ _ _;” Ephesians 5:18

“And when they had prayed, the place was shaken where they were assembled together; and t _ _ _ w _ _ _ a _ _ f _ _ _ _ _ w _ _ _ t _ _ H _ _ _ G _ _ _ _, and they spake the word of God with boldness.” Acts 4:31

[image: ]When the disciples were filled with the Holy Ghost, they went out and spread Jesus Christ all over the neighborhood. Quite a contrast to some people that roll all over the floor and slobber at the mouth. The Holy Ghost never causes anyone to be “out” of control. At salvation a believer receives the gift of God the Holy Ghost to dwell in him. Being filled with the Spirit does not mean that you receive more of Him, but rather He has more of you. You have all of God the Holy Ghost dwelling in you. He is a person remember, not a measurement.

4. He sanctifies the believer.

“But we are bound to give thanks alway to God for you, brethren beloved of the Lord, because God hath from the beginning chosen you to salvation t _ _ _ _ _ _ 
s _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ S _ _ _ _ _ and belief of the truth:” 
2 Thessalonians 2:13

“Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, t _ _ _ _ _ _ 
s _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ S _ _ _ _ _, unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied.” 1 Peter 1:2
[image: ]It is the Holy Ghost in the believer that sets him apart from the world, sets him off for God, and reserves him for God’s use. He begins a clean-up job, not for salvation (that has already taken place) but, because of salvation.

5. He continually abides in the believer.

“And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, t _ _ _ h _ m _ _
a _ _ _ _ w _ _ _ y _ _ f _ _ e _ _ _;” John 14:16

Jesus said that He would never leave us nor forsake us Hebrews 13:5 and He keeps that promise through the Holy Ghost who lives in us forever. Isn’t that tremendous?

6. He takes the word of God and teaches the believer.

“But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he
s _ _ _ _ t _ _ _ _ y _ _ a _ _ t _ _ _ _ _, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever _ h _ _ _ s _ _ _ unto you.” John 14:26

7. He brings all things to remembrance that have been faithfully learned.

“But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, a _ _ b _ _ _ _ a _ _ t _ _ _ _ t _ y _ _ _ r _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _, whatsoever _ h _ _ _ s _ _ _ unto you. John 14:26

8. He testifies of and reveals the Lord Jesus Christ constantly in the believer.

“But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even t _ _ S _ _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ _ _, which proceedeth from the Father, h _ s _ _ _ _ t _ _ _ _ _ _ 
o _ m _:” John 15:26

[image: ]When someone says that they have the Holy Ghost in them and want nothing to do with Jesus Christ, they might have a spirit, but it is not “THE Spirit.”

9. He guides the believer into all truth.

“Howbeit when h _, t _ _ S _ _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ _ _, is come, h _ w _ _ _ g _ _ _ _ y _ _
 i _ _ _ a _ _ t _ _ _ _: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.” John 16:13


You will notice that the Scripture did not say the Holy Ghost would guide into an emotional experience (even though some things can have emotions attached) but into “TRUTH.” As long as a believer is seeking the truth as sincere as he knows how, and not for his own selfish motives or glory, he will find it, because the Holy Ghost will show it to him. Some truth is immediate, and some truth is progressively given. 

“And ye s _ _ _ _ k _ _ _ t _ _ t _ _ _ _, and t _ _ t _ _ _ _ s _ _ _ _ m _ _ _ y _ _ f _ _ _. John 8:32

Jesus in the verse above did not say that everyone that knows the truth accepts it, or that everyone will listen to it, but said that if someone would accept and receive the truth, it would make them free. There are a lot of people in these last Laodicean days that the Holy Ghost has been trying over and over to guide into the truth, but for whatever reason they will not hear it, or turn away, or reject it. Truth is truth, and is optional for people, but is very expensive and costly to resist. If a man “wants it” He will guide Him to it. A man said one time “What a man learns is largely determined by what he wants to find out.” ~PSR~ A lot of folks simply don’t want to find out truth.

11. He takes the things of Christ and reveals them to us.

12. He gives the Christian power to obey God and in times of weakness strengthens us.

Praise the Lord, you do not have to serve sin anymore, nor worry about death holding you captive. You have been and are being and are going to be made free.

15. He takes the weak believer and fulfills the law of righteousness in him.

“For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: That t _ _ r _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ l _ _ m _ _ _ _ b _ f _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ i _ u _, who walk
n _ _ after the flesh, b _ _ after the Spirit.” Romans 8:3, 4

This means that even the person that is weak, (which is all of us in one way or another) the Lord Jesus Christ, in that believer, can make him what he ought to be by the grace of God.

16. He gives the believer power to please God by granting victory over the flesh.

“For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. Because the c _ _ _ _ _ m _ _ _ is e _ _ _ _ _ a _ _ _ _ _ _ 
G _ _: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. So then they that are
 i _ t _ _ f _ _ _ _ c _ _ _ _ _ p _ _ _ _ _ G _ _.

Life does not come from a strong and healthy body, life comes from a strong and healthy character, through the Holy Ghost.

19. He directs the believer in his prayer life to pray in the will of God.

20. He gives the believer victory over the terrible desires of the flesh when we yield to Him.

[image: ]He helps and gives us the ability to love the people we don’t like, and gives us the power to forgive our enemies when normally we couldn’t and wouldn’t do it.

30. He gives fulness of joy, happiness, and satisfaction to the saints.

37. He calls men in Christ and directs them to certain paths of service.

And when they had fasted and prayed, and laid their hands on them, they sent them away. So they, being s _ _ _ f _ _ _ _ b _ t _ _ H _ _ _ G _ _ _ _, departed unto Seleucia; and from thence they sailed to Cyprus.” Acts 13:2-4

38. He leads in the details of the believer’s life if we will only believe.

39. He makes genuine access to the Father in heaven so that we can walk right into the throne room with our petitions without going through an intermediary.

40. He strives with men in order to turn them from sin to righteousness.

“And the LORD said, M _ s _ _ _ _ _ s _ _ _ _ n _ _ a _ _ _ _ _ s _ _ _ _ _ w _ _ _ m _ _, for that he also is flesh: yet his days shall be an hundred and twenty years.” Genesis 6:3

41. He can enlighten men.

A _ _ _ _ _ _ _ g _ _ _ _ _ them u _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _.” Job 32:8

42. He endues men with skill and talent.

And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, S _ _, _ h _ _ _ called by name Bezaleel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah: And _ h _ _ _ f _ _ _ _ _ h _ _ with the 
s _ _ _ _ _ o _ G _ _, in wisdom, and in understanding, and in knowledge, and in all
 m _ _ _ _ _ o _ w _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _,” Exodus 31:1-3

43. He helps men do ordinary tasks.

“But t _ _ S _ _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ L _ _ _ c _ _ _ u _ _ _ G _ _ _ _ _, and h _ b _ _ _ a
t _ _ _ _ _ _; and Abiezer was gathered after him.” Judges 6:34

44. He helps men do unusual tasks that require supernatural strength.

“And the S _ _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ L _ _ _ c _ _ _ m _ _ _ _ _ _ _ u _ _ _ h _ _, and h _ r _ _ _ h _ _ as he would have rent a kid, and he had nothing in his hand: but he told not his father or his mother what he had done.” Judges 14:6

* In closing this lesson, it must be understood that this by no means is the end of what the Holy Ghost does in the life of the believer. If we just took a poll of the things that He has done in our lives alone we could not only witness to the things in this lesson but glorify the Lord with much more, couldn’t we? He indeed is our Comforter. The farther we get into our Christian walk, the more we see the truth of His faithfulness to us. He is wonderful! 

* The Holy Ghost, then, is very important person. He is the third person of the Godhead. He is a very active worker in the life of the believer. He is the dominant character in the Bible outside of God the Father and God the Son.
