In beginning our study of “the Gospel” it would be appropriate for us to first go over some definitions of the word itself. What does “Gospel” mean? Let’s define the word from a few dictionaries.

The history of the birth, life, actions, death, resurrection, ascension and doctrines of Jesus Christ; or a revelation of the grace of God to fallen man through a mediator, including the character, actions, and doctrines of Christ, with the whole scheme of salvation, as revealed by 
Christ and his apostles. This gospel is said to have been preached to Abraham, by the promise, ‘in thee shall all nations be blessed.’ Galatians 3:8
It is called the gospel of God. Romans 1:1

It is called the gospel of salvation. Ephesians 1:13

Adjective: evangelical “Gospel” in and of itself means [“a good or joyful MESSAGE.” “Good news, good tidings.”] 
“Gospel” is the good and joyful news of whatever the actual MESSAGE is about. As we will see as we get further into our study, the Scriptures speak of more than just one thing in describing it as being “Gospel” (good news, a good and joyful message.) 
The way we are beginning this study is in no way, shape or form meant to take away or diminish from the Lord Jesus Christ. Let’s establish that to start with. Without Him and all the truth around Him and His word there would be no “Gospel” (good news, joyful message.) The way the study is beginning is intended to put the student in the right frame of mind concerning what one is saying when he say’s “Gospel.” The “Gospel” of WHAT? Good news of WHAT? Do you see? The definition of “Gospel” is ‘the good and joyful news of whatever MESSAGE is being delivered or brought to light. “The Gospel of…” As you can see from the two brief definitions of “Gospel” above, it can be good news, good tidings and a joyful message (gospel) of a variety of things. If it is “Gospel,” it is good news, good tidings and a joyful message, whatever the message is. Now let’s see how a few others describe “Gospel” before we proceed.

Like so many Bible terms, the word GOSPEL has been given various definitions contrary to its original and proper meaning. The word has its origin “in Christ before the foundation of the world.” This was contained in the “promise” God made before the foundation of the world. (Titus. 1:2) The “gospel,” the “good news” or “good tidings” is the declared fulfillment of that promise. In Isaiah 61:1-3 is found the outstanding proclamation made by the Sum and Substance of the good tidings, — Jesus Christ Himself: “The Spirit of the Lord God is upon Me, because the Lord has anointed Me to preach good tidings to the meek, He has sent Me to bind up the broken hearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound. To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God, to comfort all that mourn. To appoint to them that mourn in Zion, to give to them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called tree righteousness, the planting of the Lord, that He might be glorified.” The Redeemer repeated this same proclamation of Himself in the synagogue. While this prophetical statement is often quoted, its full significance is rarely understood. In this one sweeping declaration, there is encouched – not the beginning of the gospel, not a part of its fulfillment, – the grand total of what the Son of Man declared on the cross: “IT IS FINISHED”! The Greek word “evanggelion” is translated “gospel” in the King James Version. This word, together with its rendering of “good tidings,” glad tidings” and “preach the gospel” occurs some one hundred and eight times in the New Testament, none of which intimate anything less than “finished redemption” in Christ.

Wealth or poverty, fame or oblivion, power or futility, success or failure, race, creed or culture — all our human distinctions mean nothing before the ultimate irresistible sweep of the scythe of death which cuts us all down. At its briefest, the gospel is a discourse about Christ, that he is the Son of God and became man for us, that he died and was raised, and that he has been established as Lord over all things. This much St. Paul takes in hand and spins out in his epistles. He bypasses all the miracles and incidents (in Christ’s ministry) which are set forth in the four Gospels, yet he includes the whole gospel adequately and abundantly. This may be seen clearly and well in his greeting to the Romans, where he says what the gospel is, and then declares: “Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, set apart for the gospel of God which he promised beforehand through his prophets in the holy Scriptures, the gospel concerning his Son, who was descended from David according to the flesh and designated Son of God in power according to the Spirit of holiness by his resurrection from the dead, Jesus Christ our Lord,” etc. There you have it. The gospel is a story about Christ, God’s and David’s son, who died and was raised, and is established as Lord. This is the gospel in a nutshell. ~Martin Luther’s Basic Theological Writings, pg. 94~

“Evangelion (that we call the gospel) is a Greek word and signifieth good, merry, glad and joyful tidings, that maketh a man’s heart glad and maketh him sing, dance, and leap for joy… [This gospel is] all of Christ the right David, how that he hath fought with sin, with death, and the devil, and overcome them: whereby all men that were in bondage to sin, wounded with death, overcome of the devil are without their own merits or deservings loosed, justified, restored to life and saved, brought to liberty and reconciled unto the favor of God and set at one with him again: which tidings as many as believe laud, praise and thank God, are glad, sing and dance for joy.” ~William Tyndale, A Pathway into the Holy Scripture, 1531~

So we see that “Gospel” is the (good news, good, glad and joyful tidings, good and joyful news, a good and joyful message) of whatever message is being spoken of. Gospel is not a bad, depressing, sorrowful tiding or message. It is good, glad and joyful. Do you see what “Gospel” is and means? Now, what we have heard once let’s hear again. The way we have begun in this study is in no way, shape or form meant to take away or diminish from the Lord Jesus Christ, but to preface Him and His Truths. Without Him and all the truth around Him and His word there would be no “Gospel” (good news, joyful message.) Having established the definition, let’s move forward and see the things that the Holy Scripture declares as “Gospel worthy” by their writers being led by the Holy Ghost. Then we will enter into our study of “The Gospel” proper and what the Bible “says” about “The Gospel.”

There are Ten “Gospels” that are given in the New Testament

They are as follows:

· “Gospels” 1-4) There are four Gospel accounts of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John.

· “Gospel” 5) There is “the gospel of the kingdom.”

“And Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.” Matthew 9:35

“And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come.” Matthew 24:14

“And thine house and thy kingdom shall be established for ever before thee: thy throne shall be established for ever.” 2 Samuel 7:16

· “Gospel” 8) There is the gospel to the children of Israel when they were on the verge of entering the Promised Land; it was the “good news” that God would give them the land by military conquest. It is spoken of as “the gospel preached.”

“And Caleb stilled the people before Moses, and said, Let us go up at once, and possess it; for we are well able to overcome it.” Numbers 13:30

· “Gospel” 9) There is “the gospel” Jesus preached to the Old Testament saints in Paradise. It was that Christ took away the sins that the Old Testament sacrifices could not.

1 Peter 4:6

· “Gospel” 10) At the end of the Tribulation an angel preaches “the everlasting gospel” that God will save any Gentile who will worship Him as the Creator.

“And I saw another angel fly in the midst of heaven, having the everlasting gospel to preach unto them that dwell on the earth, and to every nation, and kindred, and tongue, and people, Saying with a loud voice, Fear God, and give glory to him; for the hour of his judgment is come: and worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and the fountains of waters.” Revelation 14:6-7

There are two additional gospels mentioned in Galatians 2:7. They are not different like the ten listed above. They are the same Gospel. All of the Apostles agreed what “the Gospel” was to be that should be preached to both Jews and Gentiles: (Acts 15:2). It was “the Gospel of the Grace of God” that Paul preached his entire ministry. (mentioned above). “The gospel of the uncircumcision” was the Gospel Paul preached to the Gentiles. (Romans 15:16). “The gospel of the circumcision” was the same Gospel, which was preached by Peter, James, and John to the Jews. (Galatians 2:9) Both, the Gospel of the uncircumcision and circumcision were the same gospel message, which was “the Gospel of the Grace of God” which is the present Gospel by which anyone and everyone is saved in the Church age in this dispensation. 
(1 Corinthians 15:1-4)

“But contrariwise, when they saw that the gospel of the uncircumcision was committed unto me, as the gospel of the circumcision was unto Peter;” Galatians 2:7

“When therefore Paul and Barnabas had no small dissension and disputation with them, they determined that Paul and Barnabas, and certain other of them, should go up to Jerusalem unto the apostles and elders about this question.” Acts 15:2

We Begin With This

“God’s word,” “the Gospel,” and “the Bible” are synonymous. They are words used interchangeably in context, in meaning and in expression. “The Lord Jesus Christ is the summation of all of them.” He is the Eternal “Word” of the Godhead, that incarnated into the Living “Word” as a man (Human being), who gave the spoken “word” (breathed, inspiration), which became the written “word” (Scripture). He is the good news, good tidings and joyful message, The GOSPEL!
What has been previously said twice so far in the beginning of this study we declare a third time. “Without Him (The Lord Jesus Christ) and all the truth around Him and His word there would be no “Gospel” (good news, joyful message.)

Therefore, as we enter into this study proper of the various Biblical truths of “The Gospel” (good news, good tidings and a joyful message) we will always have in mind that, behind all of these truths, in the background, always lays Jesus Christ and the word. Reactions and responses of Believers and those who receive the Gospel
