Take the youngest SUICIDE (that's known about) being a 5 year old girl that "killed" herself from her top bunk bed by hanging, with a belt, because her mommy sent her to her room. What about the elderly having volunteer groups that they can call and learn where they can obtain lethal medications to "kill" themselves. What about teenagers stepping onto a campus of their fellow schoolmates and slaughtering ("killing") young girls and boys. Homicide as described in the Bible

Homicide - The killing of a human being by another human being; kill; killing; putting to death. The actual word homicide is not in the Bible. However, the act, description, and evidence of it is. Let's see what the Bible describes as homicide and what to do.

A. Provisions provided for Homicide, in the Scriptures

1. A Distinction between the guilty and the innocent.

Premeditated - Characterized by deliberate purpose and some degree of planning; chewed over; considered; contemplated; debated; deliberated; excogitated; meditated; mooted; mulled;  mulled over; mused; pondered; reflected; ruminated; speculated; thought over; turned over.

Intentionally - With intention; in an intentional manner; advisedly; by choice; by design; deliberately; designedly; on purpose; purposely.

 New Testament Facts about Killing

In the New Testament things change from the focus of the Law, to the focus on the Spirit. Things go from works to grace and from animal sacrifices to The Lord Jesus Christ as the Lamb of God. We have seen since Cain and Abel that killing is part of mans fallen nature and is a work of the flesh. Until the plan of the Lord is complete, there will be sinful flesh around that has to be brought into submission and restrained. Killing in the New Testament and in the dispensation in which we live are not unheard of, or taboo. People in lands that know the Lord and respect and honor His Son Jesus Christ and His word usually do not have to deal with the matter of killing as much as a God defying, God hating people. Their consciences are sensitive to the Holy Ghost and the word of God. God's word and the Holy Ghost have the power to, and will restrain killing if He is heeded too. But, when a people decide that God is no longer welcome among them and begin to move away from the word of God and His ways, watch out. The Lord will and does remove His protective hand from a rebellious people and will let the killing escalate, and it will! Even to the point of what was once an unbelievable act (such as killing) can turn into such a hardness of heart that everybody is a target. This is what man IS, not only what he DOES. Without the Lord, man will take himself out and everyone with him. The only cure, is the perfect plan the Lord put together for man's salvation through the Lord Jesus Christ. This is the remedy that God put in place with the New Testament. There is all sorts of killing still going on as before and will continue until the Lord comes and even then it is not completely done away with, yet! In the New Testament, the Lord went to the heart of the matter, man's heart. He began work on man's soul and spirit through being Born-Again. Spiritual things now. The killing is going to continue and even ramp up as the world tries to bring in its kingdom without God or His Son. There are some truths the Lord and others have left us concerning killing in the New Testament. Let's look at some.
