Who or what has power over Life if it exists? Is Life forever or is it temporary? Is it possible that there is no such thing as Life? If Life exists, who and what decides if it continues or ends, and when? Do I have Life? Do you have Life? How do you know? Is Life a set of beliefs? Is Life tangible? Can Life be proven by facts, and if so, what are the "facts" of Life? Is it possible that someone does not have Life? What does someone mean when they say "I'm going to take my own Life!?" Can a person "know" they have Life, and if they can, what is this Life they say they know they have? Can Life be controlled? WHAT IS LIFE? WHAT DOES "LIFE" MEAN? WHAT IS THE DEFINITION OF LIFE? WHAT IS THE EVIDENCE THAT LIFE IS PRESENT?
* These are not unfair or unfamiliar questions. People have spent their entire lives on quests to answer these questions and died "empty and confused." These are questions that mankind has been trying to answer since man's existence. Probably every question that has been asked and sought after by science and philosophy are centered around the unanswered mystery of “LIFE." There have been many people who have tried taking on the powerful questions associated with, "what is Life," and its merry-go-round, and have come out spent and nut cases. Men have done unimaginable things because of what they thought about Life. Men have destroyed themselves because of the Life question. Men have been followed as "gods" and great thinkers, and men with great minds because of their answers of this topic of Life. What does it mean when someone say's "Why don't you go get a Life? There must be something very special about this object "Life," there being so much mystery and wonder around it. It appears that the Author of this great mystery has chosen for it to be where nobody can control it or manipulate it. Yet, the Holy Scriptures and Jesus Christ have so many things to say concerning it! "Life" and its mysteries are probably the only subject that every human being that ever lived have uniquely considered seriously in common, and never been able to define satisfactorily. Wow!

* In August 1969, Charles Manson's followers murdered over a two-day period. One of the women that followed Manson was a young woman named Patricia Krenwinkel. She, after 30 years of imprisonment agreed to an interview about those nights and what transpired. With all respect to the families, one thing she spoke about was when Abigail Folger (heiress to the coffee company) that had been tied up and loosed herself, attempted to escape running outside. Patricia Krenwinkel said she chased Abigail Folger out into the yard and down the drive with her knife up and catching her, stabbed her 28 times killing her. Patricia Krenwinkel then with a very puzzled look on her face recited something she remembered Abigail Folger saying while she was stabbing her. She said, she was saying, "You can't kill me, I'm already dead!" It seemed by the interview and her remembering this for so long that it haunted her still. This is a very powerful statement to say about Life while being stabbed to death. What did she mean? What is Life???

* Well, what do you think, have we figured out what Life "IS" yet? We have studied a lot of truths out of God's word. We have seen overwhelming evidence that Life is and that the Scriptures are not ashamed to speak of Life. We saw that it was a major subject to the Lord. He died for the reason of Life. Like the leaves blowing and being moved in the wind reveal the wind is present, does not explain what the wind "IS." The wind is invisible, it does not have a smell of itself, nor color, nor shape or anything other than the evidence that it reveals itself by. 

* It is looking like, very much so, that the answer we are seeking, "What 'IS' Life?" is hidden by the Lord. There are many things that the Lord has placed a limit upon when it comes to knowledge, and man is just going to have to accept that he is not going to find out anymore until God says so. Ecclesiastes 3:11; 7:13,14,23,24; 8:16,17; 1 Corinthians 2:7-9. Haven't we gotten enough multi-Billion dollar "rocks" and "pictures? Apparently not? The Doctrinal things we have studied thus far in our Bibles are Truth, and we can and should use them for what we believe about Life, because that is what the Scripture "Says!" But, nailing down the answer to "What IS Life?" is something man has been running to and fro about from the beginning of time and has come up with nothing, because God has set boundaries. All of the so-called scholars and scientists are chasing vanity. The reason man wants control of Life is: 1.) He doesn't want God to have it. 2.) He doesn't want God telling him what to do. 3.) He wants the control so he himself can control it, $$$! Get it? (For the good of mankind, of course!)
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* Let's look at a few more interesting areas of what our Bibles have to say about Life. We are going to just look and see what the Bible "says" "as it says it", and see where the Lord leads us.

* Everyone that has breath, has spirit, therefore, has Life. But, even though everyone has spirit, this does not mean they have the Holy Spirit abiding in them 1 Corinthians 2:14. Only people in this age that have been (Born Again) John 3:3-5 have the Holy Spirit in their body abiding 
1 John 2:27; Ephesians 1:13. All other people that have Life, have spirit, but not God the Holy Ghost (Spirit).

There is God the Holy Ghost (Spirit) John 4:24(The Third Person of the Godhead) Matthew 28:19; 1 Corinthians 2:10. There is Satan, who is a spirit Ephesians 2:2. There are unclean spirits(devils)Luke 8:29. There is the spirit of beasts Ecclesiastes 3:21. Then there is the spirit of man 1 Corinthians 2:11. All of these are different and unique in itself.
