* Bible studies in the ABCs of Christian Growth series are specifically designed to teach you the basics and beginnings of the Christian life without getting into deep doctrinal issues, with questions that would cause confusion. Don't get it wrong, the word of God is not confusion, and never has the intention of confusing the (sincere) student. 1 Corinthians 14:33 However, the Lord has been known, and even declares that He will bring the (insincere) person to confusion, and that, a lot of the time "through QUESTIONS." Genesis 11:7-9; 1 Corinthians 1:25-31 Doctrine is very important in the Scriptures and is commanded to be learned, 2 John 1:10 but the way in which the Christian learns Bible is not that much different than the principles of learning in school. Begin with the basics, then every level of advancement learns something knew that will stack truth on top of what has already been learned (not replacing it). And in the process, establishing "Doctrine" (What is and what is not) for the believer. All through the process there will be "Questions often Asked" that are sincere and valid and cheerfully answered by Gods wonderful word. As with most things in life, we never stop learning, and will find ourselves asking a question like, "What does the Bible say about...? 

* Many of your and my questions have already been answered in past lessons and more to be in future ones. In this particular study, you will find Bible answers to a number of commonly-asked questions which are not covered in other lessons. This is one study that will no doubt expand as different questions come up and are asked - so don't hesitate to ask your Pastor about anything that you want to know about God's word. God's word is truth, and can be trusted, without fail. John 17:1; Psalms 12:6, 7; God’s word does not fear any question, but "be warned" about approaching the living word of the living God in any way other than humbly and sincerely. God magnifies His word above His name Psalms 138:2 and will not tolerate anyone at any time mishandling or falsifying what it says. Proverbs 30:5, 6 His word is both a sweet, and a hammer. Jeremiah 23:28-30 The Lord is not frightened to distribute either.

Things to keep in mind when asking God's word Questions

· [image: ]The Bible is God's complete revelation of Himself to man. Psalms 12:6,7; 119:89 The Lord through His word has given man everything He thinks that we need to know about Him, exactly as He wanted us to know it. We do not need "Greek or Hebrew," "Original Autographs," or "Dr. So, in So and Such in Such's" opinion to make it easier for us. The Holy Ghost knows English and can help us understand what we need to know. 
1 Corinthians 2:13; 1 John 2:27
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· The Bible has the answer! Remember, the answer is not hinged on opinions, tradition, likes or not likes, or warm fuzzies. The Bible answers questions as a Holy, Compassionate, Sovereign God would answer, TRUTHFULLY! Many times, the answer cannot be found in a direct way but by way of indirectness, "Evidence." Ex.: Many times, the Bible tells us what to do, by telling us what not to do. Sometimes it requires diligent study to find the answer, not because God wants to make things difficult, but because we are sinful, weak, finite and sometimes spiritually immature and rebellious.  Hebrews 5:11-14; 2 Timothy 2:15.

· You and I should know that there are some things that we are never going to understand until we get to glory, especially when it comes to His workings in our lives, and those around us. It is at these times that we should always give the Lord the benefit of the doubt that He is sovereign, and is on our side, and could tell us the answer if He thought it best, but has decided to withhold it. Put it down on your "to ask God list" and continue to believe that God is "RIGHT" and beautiful. 1 Timothy 3:16; Philippians 3:15,16

· We are to avoid f _ _ _ _ _ _ and u _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ questions, because they gender 
s _ _ _ _ _ _ 2 Timothy 2:23 along with p _ _ _ _ _ _ and old w _ _ _ _ fables. 1 Timothy 4:7; Titus 3:9 This means that our questions should be sincere ones for the right reasons and the right motives such as faith, personal growth and godliness. Never for malicious or fleshly reasons. Colossians 3:17 Any question that continually requires another question without any light should be avoided. 1 Timothy 1:4 "Well, what about this... Well, what about that...?"

· [image: ]Be careful not to "major on the minors" or "minor on the majors." Time will help us learn how to do this, but we do need to remember that one of Satan's traps is to get a believer to run off on some insignificant thing in order to stop him from bearing fruit. What does the Bible "SAY?" 1 Timothy 6:3-6

· When you discover a Bible answer, "put it into practice." Some answers (many of them) your flesh is not going to like or approve of, and there lies one of the battles of the Christian life. But don't give in. When you find out God's will, begin the change. James 1:22



Now, on to some questions!
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What Happens to Infants and Little Children if they die?

* This question and the following one kind of tie into one another as you will see. Let's not get ahead of ourselves and see what the Bible says about all of it. Before seeing what the Scriptures show us in answer to this question, here's a thought. What would you want to happen to infants and little children if they died? Why? In this society today (2019) is it even an interest of anybody anyway? Some say they're not even to be counted as alive until their almost out of the womb, and that's "if" the mother "chooses" to keep "it" (another question answered later in this lesson). Some find them such a nuisance that they kill them and throw them in the dumpster. Some say they only come from monkeys anyway and are still evolving. Some do not believe they exist or go on after dying anyway so why bother. Men or women have no bragging rights anymore concerning their care for infants and little children. So, it is probably just as well that they have no say so about what happens to them after death. Praise the Lord there is evidence of what God thinks of them, and what happens to them after death.

[image: ]* This is Bible proof that little ones are "safe" (not saved!) in the LORD and will go to heaven should they die. The practice of having an infant child "sprinkled" after birth is a false-lie and found nowhere in the Scriptures, nor even hinted at. Little children are "safe" until they reach the age of accountability (our next question), but never "saved."

· Infant - A very young child (birth to one year? still a suckling?) who has not yet begun to walk or talk. (law) someone too young to have full legal responsibility.
· Childhood - The state of a child between infancy and adolescence.
· Adolescence - The time period between the beginning of puberty and adulthood.
The state that someone is in between puberty and adulthood.
· Adulthood - The period of time in your life after your physical growth has stopped and you are fully developed. The state (and responsibilities) of a person who has attained maturity.

What is The Age of Accountability?

[image: ]Ecclesiastes 12:14; Matthew 12:36; Romans 14:12; 1 Peter 4:5; Revelation 20:11-15
Accountable - Liable to account for one's own actions; answerable.
Liable - Subject to legal action; Held legally responsible.
Answerable - Morally or legally responsible to a higher authority.

* The "Age of Accountability" is a non-Biblical term used to express the Bible teaching that a child is "safe" (not saved) in the LORD should it die, until it reaches an age of understanding and moral responsibility. It is the time of life when a child comes to understand good and evil and is able to make its own deliberate choice in either direction. At this point, a child can and needs to be "saved." "It is not a question of whether a child "will" sin against God by transgressing His law and "know it," but "when" does it sin against God and "know it." When the child "knows," it is guilty before God, and needs a Saviour and the New Birth. 1 John 3:4; James 2:10; Romans 3:19

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Is Abortion Right or Wrong?

Abortion - A deliberate termination of pregnancy; (medicine) the cessation of pregnancy or fetal development; accidental or planned miscarriage; Failure of a plan; (biology) an early stop to the development of an organ, so that it is not fully formed or is absorbed; Something ugly or badly made; a useless failure.
Types of Abortion - aborticide; feticide; miscarriage; spontaneous abortion; stillbirth; suction curettage; therapeutic abortion; vacuum aspiration.

The above verse is where a Christians mind and judgment should begin, not with a "right" or "opinion." God's Righteousness and word do not care about "rights and opinions" unless they line up with the "book". Isaiah 8:20 Let's form our opinions around what God's word "SAYS."
[image: ]* The act of terminating unwanted pregnancies is in epidemic stage around the world. The basic issue in this so called "debate" is whether LIFE exists before birth; that is, in the womb.
Question: If there is no life there, then what is the procedure for? Why interfere with the lifeless? Perhaps because it will GROW? Dead, lifeless things do not grow! Hmm?

A. Pro-abortionist argue that an embryo is just a mass of cells and tissue - simply a part of the mother's body. To them, abortion is nothing different than a tonsillectomy. Just removing an unnecessary part of the body.

"HIM" here, is the man-child found in verse 11 that she CONCEIVED in verse 20. Therefore, the Scriptures teach that the man-child became a man-child at CONCEPTION. CONCEPTION causes women to have son's (man-children) "unless they abort them." Abortion is killing live children!
· [image: ]Question: Why is there so much blood involved in an abortion procedure? Genesis 9:4 Folks, the Scripture declares if it has blood it is alive.

D. Some thoughts and comments

1. There are cases in the Scriptures where women killed their own children, but it was "to eat them" 2 Kings 6:26-29 or to "burn them as sacrifices to fake gods" Jeremiah 19:5, 32:35; Ezekiel 16:20, 21. Nowhere in the Scriptures does the Lord ever declare anything about anyone having the right to abort or deliberately kill an unborn child. The Scriptures always take it for granted that if a woman is with child, she is going to bear it. Even if it was conceived by fornication (Judah & Tamar) Genesis 38 or, by adultery (King David & Bathsheba) 2 Samuel 11:2-12:25 Rachel gave her life to bear Jacobs son Benjamin. She was leaving her body at the same time the son was coming out of her. Genesis 35:16-20

· Why doesn't a "woman" want to do all she can to save a child?

Most people living today when defining the word think of fornication, adultery, prostitution, homosexuality, lesbianism, a reason for Friday and Saturday nights or some other perverted act that is short lived and lust driven of the flesh. We will address these things later, but these things are not what the Holy Scriptures speak of when it is speaking of the matter of "sex." 
[image: ]* First of all, the word "sex" and any form of the word is not found in any way, shape or form in God's word. So, to say that you are going to find out and study what God thinks and say's about "sex" is a vain pursuit, because it does not exist in the definition of today's perverted society. You say, "well why does the topic say sexes, sexual love and sexual perversion?" That is a good and fair question, and you will understand, and it will make sense to you what we are studying, when you find out where the word began and where it ended up. Let's just stop right here and do a word study on the word "sex." Then, we will apply the truth we get to God's word and see what we are really studying.

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The meaning of SEX from "Purity" to "Perversion"      

Late 14th century- Meant, "male or females collectively;" from Latin sexus meaning "a sex; state of being either male or female gender;" Commonly taken with seco as" division or half of the race;" which would connect it to secare meaning "to divide or cut."

1520s - Meant “quality of being male or female."

1611 - (Side note: The KJV ("Authorized Version" from the Protestant Reformation comes out. {English})

1871 - Meaning "sex symbol" arrives in anthropology, (the Study of man)

1884 - Means," to determine the sex of."

1901 - Meaning "sex object" arrives. (Side note: It is around this time that the ASV of 1901 comes out. {English})

1904 - Meaning "sex appeal" arrives.

1910 - For the raw sex appeal of the burlesque "shows" there is no defense, either. These "shows" should be under official supervision, at the least, and boys beneath the age of eighteen forbidden, perhaps, to attend their performance, just as we forbid the sale of liquors to minors. [Walter Prichard Eaton, The New Theatre and Others: The American Stage, Its Problems and Performances," Boston, 1910]

1918 - In comes meaning "sex drive."

1929 - First attested meaning "sexual intercourse" (in writings of D.H. Lawrence).

1938 - In comes meaning "genitalia."

* Around this time (1938) is where we will pause temporarily in our timeline to learn about a man that had a major influence in how the meaning of the word "sex" was wickedly influenced in the psyche of society. Today, people who see the sexual revolution as a giant step forward and those who see it as the beginning of America's descent into moral degeneracy agree on one thing: Alfred Kinsey was the man who got it all started.
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*Dr. Alfred Charles Kinsey was an American biologist, professor of entomology and zoology, and sexologist. In 1947, he founded the Institute for Sex Research at Indiana University, which is now known as the Kinsey Institute for Research in Sex, Gender, and Reproduction.(Side note: Did you notice how instead of sex meaning all of the above as one, they have been individualized into different entities? Hmm!)
* What is Kinsey known for?
Alfred Kinsey. ... He is best known for writing Sexual Behavior in the Human Male (1948) and Sexual Behavior in the Human Female (1953), also known as the Kinsey Reports, as well as the Kinsey scale. Kinsey's research on human sexuality, foundational to the field of sexology, provoked controversy in the 1940s and 1950s.
* When did Kinsey do his research?
Alfred Kinsey was born on June 23, 1894, in Hoboken, New Jersey. In 1938, he launched a sex studies program. In 1947, he incorporated under the name, the Institute for Sex Research, Inc. In 1948, Kinsey published his first book, Sexual Behavior in the Human Male, followed by a sequel in 1953.
* How did Kinsey obtain most of his research?
Answer and Explanation: Alfred Kinsey obtained most of his research data through face-to-face interviews. ... Over time, he and his research partners obtained more than 18,000 sexual stories based on those interviews.
* What was Kinsey's sampling method?
The 1948 and 1953 Studies of Alfred Kinsey. Kinsey's samples are best for younger adults, particularly the college-educated; they are poorest for minorities and those from lower socioeconomic and educational levels. The original male sample included institutionalized men.
* What is the Kinsey Study?
In the latter, Kinsey analyzed data for the frequency with which women participate in various types of sexual activity and looked at how factors such as age, social-economic status and religious adherence influence sexual behavior. Comparisons are made of female and male sexual activities.
* What is the Kinsey three?
Kinsey, Storm, and Klein are three of more than 200 scales to measure and describe sexual orientation.
* Why did Kinsey develop the Kinsey scale?
The Kinsey scale was created in order to demonstrate that sexuality does not fit into two strict categories: homosexual and heterosexual. Instead, Kinsey believed that sexuality is fluid and subject to change over time. The Kinsey scale, also called the Heterosexual–Homosexual Rating Scale, is used in research to describe a person's sexual orientation based on one's experience or response at a given time. The scale typically ranges from 0, meaning exclusively heterosexual, to a 6, meaning exclusively homosexual. 
* What findings in the 1953 Kinsey report shocked many Americans?
The result of those private interviews was Alfred Kinsey's landmark book "Sexual Behavior in the Human Female," which shocked the world in 1953 with its explicit revelations. Countries banned it.
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* What is the significance of the charmed circle?
The "Charmed Circle" speaks to the idea that there is a hierarchical valuation of sex acts. In this essay, Rubin also discusses a number of ideological formations that permeate sexual views. The most important is sex negativity, in which Western cultures consider sex to be a dangerous, destructive force.
* What are the four Genders?
In the case of the Navajo, there are four genders: man, woman, masculine female-bodied nádleeh, and feminine male-bodied nádleeh.
* What did Kinsey do for Psychology?
Kinsey is recognized as the first person to explore sexuality from a scientific perspective. He began this examination while studying gall wasp mating patterns and later extended his work to human subjects. Kinsey's collection of studies are widely known as the Kinsey Reports. 
* How much money did Kinsey and his team receive for a female study?
During this time, Kinsey's study into the subject of sex increased and he began collecting sex histories to strengthen his research. Three years later, Kinsey had gathered nearly 2,000 sex histories and earned a $1,600 grant from the National Research Council's Committee for Research on the Problems of Sex.


* Here are some observations found in an article entitled "Alfred Kinsey: Liberator or Pervert" by Caleb Crain on Oct. 3, 2004 by the NY Times about Mr. Kinsey.

· 50 years after putting out the study "Sexual behavior in the Human Male," he remains one of the most influential figures in American intellectual history.
· His studies helped bring all kinds of sex out of the closet into the bright light of day.
· Everyone did not think well of his studies. Some hailed him for liberating the nation from sexual puritism and others revile him as a fraud whose "junk science" legitimized degeneracy.
· One independent scholar has accused him of sexual crimes.
· He was blamed in part, for the gay movement, Roe v. Wade, sex education, the glamorization of pornography and the loosening of sex-offender laws.
· Mr. James H. Jones book about him said the man had affairs with men, encouraged open marriages among his staff, stimulated his self with urethral insertion and ropes, and filmed sex in his attic.
· The truth about his sex life exists locked away in the archives at Indiana University, along with 7985 sex histories he collected and another 10,000 +- by his team. They are protected by the University.
· He spent most of his time looking at bugs, and was bisexual, self-circumcising, and encouraged wife-swapping.
· He lectured that "there are only three kinds of sexual abnormalities: abstinence, celibacy and delayed marriage."
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· His wife knew and assisted by bringing fresh towels, milk and cookies to the sex scenes that her husband was having filmed in their attic.
· A year of two before he died, he circumcised himself with a pocketknife. His motive was said to be despair over a continuing exploration of the relation between pain and sexual pleasure. (Sadism and Masochism.)
· He companied with a man named Rex King, 63, in June 1944 who was a pedophile, who kept diaries of his sexual exploits with men, women, boys, girls, animals, family members and children. He wrote and acquired the material and on November 24,1944, he wrote and explained that he rejoiced over the material and intended it to be saved for scientific publication. Kinsey published much of King's data in "Sexual Behavior in the Human Male," where tables summarized King's attempts to bring to orgasm boys between the ages of 2 months and 15 years, in some cases over a period as long as 24 hours. He continued to correspond with King until 1954, and she points out that Kinsey also corresponded with Fritz von Balluseck, a German pedophile and former Nazi.
· No one objected to the publication until 1981. Judith Reisman made a case against Kinsey and worked on it for much of the last two decades. She said he was "a man who produced and directed the rape and torture of hundreds of infants and children." Also, "his action should be regarded as a criminal matter, when you rape children, it’s a crime, and if you solicit it and support it, it's still a crime."
· Also said about him was, "The most profound damage Kinsey did was to kids," he says. "To this day his cold dead hand is on the throttle of sexual liberation, and the kids are still lying there on the tracks, right in front of that train."

1942 – Meaning “to sex (something) up;” “increase the sex appeal of;” sexed; sexing.

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Does God Predestinate People to receive Christ (Salvation?)
	
* Predestinate - Established or prearranged unalterably; foreordain by divine will or decree; to determine the future or the fate of something in advance.
* There is a very popular theory in religious circles which says that salvation is a matter of predestination. That is, you are saved because God predestinated you to be saved. The logical, and often-stated corollary is, “If some are predestined to Heaven, the rest are predestined to Hell.” This teaching, which began with Augustine (354-430 A.D.) and was systematized by the Protestant reformer John Calvin (1509-1564 A.D.), is usually called “Calvinism.” It affirms that we have no choice in the matter of salvation. It was settled long before the world was created. This teaching of course is a false teaching and is not at all what the Scriptures teach.

A. Calvinism teaches you are predestined to receive Christ. This is not what the Bible teaches. First of all, the Scriptures in the New Testament that mention "Predestination" are not speaking to lost people. They are addressing people that have already believed on Christ and are born-again. This makes a world of difference in the doctrine. It changes the entirety of what the Bible is talking about.

B. The Bible say's the moment you receive Christ (THEN, AS A CHRISTIAN) you have a great (pre-determined) destiny. After you are saved. Not before!

1. According to Romans 8:29, the believer is predestined to be:
_ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ to the _ _ _ _ _ of Christ. (The Holy Ghost does not conform lost people, He does not dwell in them until after salvation.)

2. According to Ephesians 1:5, the believer is predestined to the:
_ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ of children, (i.e. we become the sons and daughters of God.) (God does not adopt those that will not accept and believe on His Son.)

3. According to Ephesians 1:11, the pre-determined destiny of each believer is called an i _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _. (There is no inheritance for the lost. They are under the wrath of God and go to hell after leaving the body.)

* The moment Charles Philip Arthur George Windsor was born into the world - he was pre-destined to become the King of England. No one would say he was predestined to be born!

* The moment a sinner is Born-Again of the Spirit - he is predestined to all of what the Lord says, and not before. No one would say he was predestined to be Born-Again! (like Calvin does)

God DOES NOT predestinate people to receive Christ. He leaves every one with a free will to choose their own destiny, and promises them they will receive what they choose.
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* Some final thoughts about predestination.
· If God is not willing that any should perish and then turns around and predestines some people to Hell, wouldn't that be a contradiction and make God a liar? God does not lie!

· If people are predestined to hell, and heaven, does God have a scale He uses or just sit back and say that one, hell, or that one, Heaven? If He did that wouldn't that make Him a respecter of persons and therefore a liar? God is not a respecter of persons!

· If God predestines humans to hell and has foreknowledge of it before the people are born, but lets them be born for the sole purpose of being predestined to hell, then what does the Scripture mean, He taketh no pleasure in the death of the wicked? Is God a monster? No!

· If people are predestined to go to heaven then why do they try to do good?

· If people are predestined to go to heaven, then why are they not concerned and begging God to change His mind and save the lost? Can a predestined person headed to heaven no matter what, live among predestined damned people and not care? Is that Christ likeness? No, it is not!

· If people are predetermined for heaven, then why did the Son of God command that "Ye must be born again?" John 3:7 Maybe, because you must!

·  If people are predetermined to go to hell, what does the Bible mean by Proverbs 15:24? Why did the rich man ask that Abraham send someone to his brothers to tell them not to come to hell, if they were predestinated for it? Because it is a choice!

· What about Deuteronomy 30:19? Is that a God of predestination? No, it is not!

· Romans 10:13. If a man predetermined to go to hell claims this verse and does as the Lord says and goes to hell anyway, doesn't that make God a liar? Which he is not!

·  If some are predestined to receive Christ, then why was the book of Acts written to progress salvation from works to grace? Why were the Gospels written? Why the Bible? 

·  If it is salvation and being saved that is what is predestined, then what was the Apostle Paul's purpose?

· If people are predestined to receive Christ, and that was decided by GOD, and He was going to save certain ones anyway, then why did He make Christ suffer and Him be pleased with Christ's suffering, with it not being necessary. If He already has decided who is going to be saved, isn’t it kind of barbaric to cause senseless suffering if God has already favored some and damned others? Christ came to save all men!
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· The Bible says God is not willing that any should perish (so why would He predetermine people to hell?) but that all should come to repentance. Why would the Lord require people to repent if He is going to save them anyway? Why would He require people He is damning anyway to repent? Silly and foolish. That is not the God of the Bible.

Is Hell a Real Place?

* The doctrine of Hell and Everlasting punishment is an unpopular subject. It always has been. Many (maybe even most) apostate "churches" along with the cults, deny and reject it. But, one thing people fail to realize is that the same God that authored the Book (KJV) they enjoy hearing speak of everlasting joy, no pain, no crying and rewards is strikingly the same and only Author and Book that speaks of "Hell Fire," punishment and never ending. Another strikingly strange thing is that, for a world that deceives themselves into this never- never land of no hell mentality, they sure do acknowledge the word hell unashamedly, don't they? * Answer. Nobody knows! The religious so-called artist portrayed Jesus Christ as a pale-faced, long-blonde haired, effeminate “hippy.” If you know anything about your Bible (KJV) or the Lord Jesus Christ, this is not anything but wild foolish imagination, and an insult to the Son of God. The Scriptures do not anywhere state emphatically what our Lord looked like, but with many things in the Bible, it does give us evidence of some features of the Lord, and other truths that lead us to outline His person. * It is not hard for anyone to tell that the Christmas season has changed completely now that God is not welcome in society any longer. It has turned into a time of revelry, fleshly indulgence and outright greed and coveting that is shameful and wicked. It should be embarrassing and a shame for Christians to partake of such things. * What's more, Christmas is also a time given over to many religious customs and traditions which have absolutely nothing to do with the Jesus Christ of the Bible. This is another area of danger a Bible believing Christian is warned to beware of. Colossians 2:8; Ephesians 5:1-8 
* Let’s take a little time, and briefly see some truths from history about Christmas. Remember that what we are interested in these studies is “Truth” and “What does the Bible “SAY!” This has been our approach on all of the questions prior to this one, and will be our approach now, no matter what the outcome. What saith the Lord?
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· Does the Bible mention “Christmas” anywhere? No, it does not.
· Did the Lord in His word, ask us to remember to observe “Christmas?” No, He did not.
· Does the Lord, any of the Old Testament people, or any of the New Testament people ever bring up the subject or celebration of “Christmas?” Never mentioned anywhere.
· Do any of the Hymns speak about “Christmas” while singing about Christ’s birth? Yes, “Christmas” is mentioned in a few of the hymns but not in relation to Christ’s birth.
a. O Little Town of Bethlehem – 4th verse – speaking of angels (says Christ-mas)
b. I heard the bells on Christmas day -1st verse – speaking of bells and carols (says Christ-mas)

* Should not a Christian (Bible believer) find it kind of odd that the biggest celebration of the year called “Christmas” is not mentioned in the Holy Scriptures “anywhere?” Yet, there are masses of believers that celebrate this day. What are they celebrating in the name of “Christmas?” We know what the world and false christs celebrate, but that is the world. The world does not care about the Christ of the One and True God and definitely do not celebrate Him. They celebrate their false gods and devilment. The question is, “Should “Christians” celebrate “Christmas?” To answer this question we will have to go by two things. First, what does the Bible say about this day? We see that the Bible says absolutely nothing. Secondly, we will briefly investigate how the word “Christmas” has come about and who else uses it.

* The bottom line is that the word ”Christmas” is a shortened form of “Christ’s mass” or “Cristes Maesse” a Middle English word as it was first recorded in 1038. This was followed by the Old English word Cristes-messe in 1131 literally meaning “Christ’s Mass” according to the Catholic Encyclopedia. The origin of “Mass” is not entirely clear. It comes from Latin missa, but there are several competing theories as to what missa is supposed to mean. 
· [image: ]Firstly, some say it is a form of the Latin verb mittere, in which case it would mean “something that has been sent” (but it cannot refer to Christ Himself because “missa” is grammatically feminine).
· Secondly, others say that it is a late form of Latin “missio” meaning “dismissal.” This is supported by the fact that Catholic masses are traditionally concluded with the words: “Ite, missa est.” which would mean, “Go, the dismissal is made,” provided this interpretation is correct.
· Lastly, another explanation is that it is, in fact, the Hebrew word missah, “unleavened bread,” which God commanded to be offered with the Passover sacrifice in the Exodus. ~Jakob Marian~
* Did you notice that all the definitions and words were Roman Catholic affiliated? Also, did you notice that the “Birth of Christ” is never mentioned anywhere?  
*Let’s take a look at one more thought, and lay this question to rest. “Christmas and its pagan traditions.”
*When was Jesus Christ actually born? Although most Christians celebrate December 25 as the birthday of Jesus Christ, few in the first two Christian centuries claimed any knowledge of the exact day or year in which he was born.
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* When you think about “Christmas,” keep some things in mind:

A. Jesus Christ was NOT born on December 25th. This was in the middle of winter and the shepherds would not have their sheep out in the snow! With a little more follow-up we would probably find that the Lords birth was probably more likely in the March-April period.

“By the time the Roman Empire legalized Christianity in the 4th century, most of the other religions in the empire were celebrating the birth of their gods on December 25th.  Leading up to December 25th in ancient Rome, a festival known as Saturnalia was one of the biggest celebrations of the year.  Saturnalia was a festival during which the Romans commemorated the dedication of the temple of their god Saturn. This holiday began on the 17th of December and it would last for an entire week until the 23rd of December.  Saturnalia was typically characterized by gift-giving, feasting, singing and lots and lots of debauchery.  The priests of Saturn would carry wreaths of evergreen boughs in procession throughout the pagan Roman temples. Later on, the Romans also started holding a festival on December 25th called Dies Natalis Solis Invicti, which means ‘the birthday of the unconquered sun.’  Basically, it was a way for the empire to consolidate all of the December 25th ‘sun god’ birthdays throughout the empire into one holiday.”

* Where Did the Name Easter Come From?
Easter most likely takes its name from the names of goddesses associated with spring, vernal equinox and renewal. Eostre was the Saxon mother goddess, the source of all things and the bringer of new life. Around the same time, Teutonic tribes worshiped the dawn goddess Ostara, who also represented fertility and rebirth. Other pagan cults and deities played a part in the formation of Easter, too. Around 200 BC, the mystery cult of the goddess Cybele was popular in Rome and its surrounding areas. Cybele, another goddess of renewal and spring, had a lover named Attis, who was born of a virgin, and died and was reborn every spring. The legend of Attis’ birth is also associated with other deities including Dionysius, Tammuz and Osiris – and, some believe, with the life and death of Jesus. As Christianity rose to prominence alongside those pagan beliefs, elements of the celebrations of Eostre, Ostara, Attis and other deities became inextricably intertwined with the Christian narrative of Jesus’ death and resurrection. ~Jim H~
