As we study through the ABCs of Christian Growth you have probably noticed that you have studied several lessons, like this one, teaching a different truth of salvation. Salvation is the most important subject for any human being living and nothing will ever be more important than it. There is not anything in anybody’s lifetime that has ever lived, is living or is going to live that could be more beneficial or disastrous for their souls than dealing with Biblical New Testament Salvation. In the study of Propitiation many of the different parts of salvation are presented, but in this study we will try to stick to its truths alone. Let’s begin.

Redemption: 
The purchase of God’s favor by the (payment);  death and sufferings of Jesus Christ the ransom or deliverance of sinners from the bondage of sin and the penalties of God’s violated Law by the atonement of Christ.
Repurchase of captured goods or prisoners; the act of procuring the deliverance of persons or things from the possession and power of captors by the payment of an equivalent; ransom.

Things that Christ’s Redemption Payment delivers from

1. It delivers from the curse of the Law
