Suffering and Trials! Both are Scriptural Truths. These are probably two of the most self defining words there could ever be. In this study we are going to see what the word of God says about these truths as they effect the Lord Jesus Christ and the Christian. When we have gone through this lesson, we will understand that the suffering of the wicked is one thing, and the suffering of the righteous is quite another 1 Peter 4:15,16. Trials are definitely a truth the child of God should know about. There are many questions that are continually and repeatedly asked concerning both of these subjects. Perhaps you have asked or sought answers to why some suffering and trials have been near, whether it be someone you know or yourself. It is not unfair to ask about suffering and trials. A lot of the time the answer will not be fully revealed until later. These subjects have to be studied by faith and believing that God is right all of the time. Just because the Lord has not given us understanding concerning something terrible, does not mean He does not care. He does care, very much so 1 Peter 5:7. These two topics are a great mystery to the child of God many times. If you or someone you know and care for are suffering or going through trials right now, hopefully and prayerfully the Lord will give you the light or direction you need during this study in His word. 

It  would be most appropriate for us to begin with the sufferings of our Saviour. His sufferings and trials are indescribable, and hard to find words for, being driven by "His Great Love wherewith He loved us" Ephesians 2:4. 

Sufferings of Christ

A. Scriptural Facts concerning the Sufferings of Christ.

1. Christ's sufferings were prophesied.

1. Christ's sufferings prepared Him and authenticated His Priesthood as High Priest.

C. The Benefits of Christ's Sufferings, (to Christians.)

1. Christ's sufferings brought the Christian back to God.

2.  Christ's sufferings atones the Christians sins.

How does Suffering come?

A. Suffering comes sometimes through our own mistakes and our own sins.

Suffering for Christ

1. Suffering for Christ is necessary and appointed in the Christians life.

2. Christians are not to be ashamed of suffering for Christ.

Trials

A. Characteristics of Christians Trials.

1. Some trials can be very severe for Christians.

2. Sometimes the cause or reason for the Christians trials is unknown.

4. A Christians trials are endurable.

Chastisement

Before closing out this study on Suffering & Trials, it would not be proper to not include this brief section on what the Bible has to say concerning the Christians Chastening from God. This study is completely geared to the Born-Again Child of God, and this is part of a Christians relationship with the Heavenly Father. Chastisement is good to have part of this study because it sometimes includes "suffering." This type of suffering can be geared toward misbehavior and disobedience, nevertheless, suffering. This type of suffering "all" Christians at one time or another have to be partakers of. Even though Chastisement will help us grow, it is also in line of "getting things back in their proper order with the Father" so we can move on and "learn."
