Heaven!! The very word whispers peace to our soul. This old troubled world has nothing for the child of God - it brings no peace, no lasting joy, no fellowship - nothing but sorrow, heartache, disappointments… and death. Hebrews 13:14 Ah, but Heaven!
It is no secret to anyone inhabiting these bodies and living on this cursed planet, that there is no hope for what people are searching for here, that is, if they believe the truth of things. The evidence is all over the place just as the Scriptures say, yet people just keep on searching as if their going to round a corner and “there it is,” the greener pastures. No such thing! Not here! The Lord tells us many times not to set our affections on things here. It’s going to burn, that is, if moths or corruption or a thief doesn’t get it first. These are things that “Jesus Christ said.” 
But He did not just leave us with nothing. He gave us a place (John 14:2,3) to think about. He also promised that if we died, we would go there, and if we didn’t die before He returned, He would come and get us and take us there. Hallelujah! The Scriptures do not tell a great deal about Heaven, but the Lord did give us enough to set our affections on. Let’s study some about it.
What Is Heaven?

A. We often use the term “Heaven” loosely. 
The Bible actually refers to three Heavens: 

1. Look up and read Genesis 1:8,20; Jeremiah 4:25; and Daniel 4:12

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B. What Is ZION? Zion is another name for Jerusalem. 
It is also used three ways:

1. 2 Samuel 5:7 – the City of _ _ _ _ _. “Zion”

2. Isaiah 2:2-4 The “Zion” Jerusalem of the M _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _, (the1000 year physical, literal, visible reign of Jesus Christ on earth) See also Revelation 20:1-7

C. In this lesson, the Zion to which we refer is the last of those above. The New Jerusalem of Heaven.

NOTE: These Scriptures are also used for lies to teach things such as PURGATORY, SOUL SLEEP, and REINCARNATION which of course are not Bible truths. 
Should our blessed Lord's return not occur in your lifetime, and you go the way of all men, be assured - you will go home to be with the Lord! Death is but a graduation to Glory! 1 Corinthians 15:55

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Each of these should reflect (albeit in an incomplete way) a portrait of heaven.
 
However, the Lord Jesus Christ made it very clear in the scriptures and gives permission to the Christian to not count anything of this world important enough as to have power over him or control him. 

Jesus Himself when praying for the Christian specifically said that he was NOT praying for the world. John 17:9; Colossians 3:1-7; 2 Corinthians 4:18; Luke 16:25.
