I would like to give the First point and then the introduction to the message.

New Testament Confirms:

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The intent or theme of the Bible was not given to men to write in their own words. The Holy Ghost gave the exact words he wanted spoken and written.


Now, I would like to give the introduction, this will make the remainder of the sermon more clear and meaningful.

I am glad we have God's written word! I also rejoice that it is written at sixth grade level. In Gail Riplinger's book, The Language of the K.J.V. Bible, A prisoner applied for G.E.D. tutoring and when tested was reading at 5th grade level and put on list for next year. The saved prisoner began devouring the K.J. Bible daily. The following year when re-examined for the G.E.D. program, he was reading at 17th grade - post graduate level. God has so structured his holy scripture. I highly recommend Mrs. Riplinger's book and the spending of many hours studying the content.

I am glad I live in the dispensation of today.
Def: dispensation: A system of principles and rules in operation during a specific time period.

JEHOVAH in scripture:

Old Testament Father, fire, hail, lighting, judgment, prophets, law, war, death, sacrifices.

Transition   Word (Saviour/Son), love, mercy, compassion, fulfillment of the law, the ultimate sacrifice, the sin bearer, mediator.

New Testament  Holy Ghost (kingdom of God) comforter, indweller, teacher, power of believer, security of believer.

JEHOVAH has always had a prescribed method of dealing with mankind.

Old Testament: God met with man in a building, in a city, Jerusalem !!

Temple Worship:

Worship: to prostrate oneself in homage, to adore, to be in awe, on the face Reverence: To fear, be afraid, to dread, to be submissive
(Blood sacrifices, blowing of trumpets, stonings, banishments, gold covered temple, Mercy Seat, Ark, priest, fire, etc.)

Jesus kept the law, he worshipped in temple in Jerusalem, read scripture in temple. "And he went into the temple, and began to cast out them that sold therein, and them that bought; Saying unto them, It is written, My house is the house of prayer: but ye have made it a den of thieves. And he taught daily in the temple. And in the daytime he was teaching in the temple; and
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at night he went out, and abode in the mount..And all the people came early in the morning to him in the temple, for to hear him.                      Luke 19:45-47, 21:37

Jesus Instructed the leper to show himself to the priest as to being healed of leprosy. “And he put forth his hand, and touched him, saying, I will: be thou clean. And immediately the leprosy departed from him. And he charged him to tell no man: but go, and shew thyself to the priest, and offer for thy cleansing, according as Moses commanded, for a testimony unto them. However, things changed! When Jesus on the cross cried, “It is finished”...And the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom." and He arose from the grave and presented his blood on the mercy seat in the third heaven: "The Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holiest of all was not yet made manifest, while as the first tabernacle was yet standing: It was therefore necessary that the patterns of things in the heavens should be purified with these; but the heavenly things themselves with better sacrifices than these. For Christ is not entered into the holy places made with hands, which are the figures of the true; but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us:" John 19:30, Mark 15:38, Hebrews 9, earthly temple worship at Jerusalem was abolished.

Things changed as to worship and service!

I would like to give you some things you will hear in the average Church as to ignorance of God's word.

Recently on a business trip to Orlando, Florida my wife and I went to a good fundamental Baptist church on Wednesday night. The regular Pastor
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was on a mission trip. A man previously saved in their church while in the Navy and visiting while on vacation spoke.

First, he displayed his W.W.J.D. bracelet and gave a ten minute discourse on "What would Jesus do?"

Truth: We do not need to concern ourselves as to "what would Jesus do?” We need to obey what God the Holy Ghost who dwells inside is telling us to do or not to do! There is a lot of difference!

Second, he gave a discourse on the poem/song "What if Jesus came to your house today?" Would you have to get the television guide off the Bible and dust it? Would you have to hurriedly get the beer out of frig? Would you have hide the playboy book? Would you have to change television and radio channel?

TRUTH: Good news, Jesus is not coming to your house!

Want a Shocker? God the Holy Ghost is there all the time 24/7.

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Average Sermons:

Truth. He is not looking down from heaven checking on us. He is on earth, inside the believer.

Four ways how to get more of Jesus.
By seeking, by separation, by service, by speaking.

Truth. We do not get more of Jesus, but rather we grow and become more spiritual as we yield more of ourselves to God the Holy Ghost.

Song:
Brethren we have met to worship the Lord our God – All is vain unless the Spirit of the Holy One comes down.

Truth. He, the Holy Ghost has been down ever since Jesus went up 2000 years ago.

Scripture:

Common scripture reading and the following dialogue in most churches.

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Now we see in this passage that the Holy Spirit regenerates us and we are saved. After we are saved we need to confess our sins and read the word and the Holy Spirit will renew our minds.

Now we see in this passage that our bible was not written by the will and intellect of men. The Holy Spirit of God instructed them what to write.

When holy is capitalized (Holy) it always refers to JEHOVAH (Godhead).
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Holy Spirit is never used in New Testament setting!

However, holy Spirit is used three times, holy always being an adjective.

Also: (holy apostles, holy prophets, holy temple, holy word, holy scripture, holy child Jesus, holy thing, holy hands, holy men of God, holy angels, holy Jerusalem, holy covenant, holy ground, holy temple of God, holy brethren, holy city, holy place, holy women) with holy always being an adjective.

Names referencing the Holy Ghost in New Testament:
Comforter, Spirit of truth, Spirit of God, Spirit of the Lord, Spirit of adoption, Spirit of life, the Spirit, Spirit of Jesus Christ, Spirit of promise, Spirit of Christ, Spirit of his Son, eternal Spirit.



I have observed churches and studied Christians, Pastors, and Evangelists for five years and spent many hours preparation on this sermon;

I would like to give you three reasons K.J.V. believers use Holy Spirit instead of Holy Ghost!

1.) The Fear of being associated with a denomination or cult that abuses the name of God the Holy Ghost !! (Jim Jones to Clownsville Community Church).


2.) The influence of perverted text that believers read, listen to, watch on television, or pull from computer soft ware (n.i.v.- r.s.v.- r.v.- t.e.b.) 
For instance, Charles Stanley; I was in the car a couple weeks ago and scanning for good music when I came across his broadcast. He was speaking on the three Hebrew children being in the furnace. He did a good job of laying out the message with scriptural principles, etc.. Then he read the scripture, Daniel 3:25 and gave the n.i.v. reading: "that the fourth is like a son of the gods." The A.V. reads, “the fourth is like the Son of Go.”
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If believers listen to these perverted sources day after day, then they will not even know the correct reading of God's word.

3.) The programming and brain washing of so called great men of the past, such as Charles Spurgeon, John R. Rice, R.A. Torrey, Vernon McGee, Bob Jones Sr., Lee Robertson, Jack Hyles, Jerry Falwell and others (some even wrote books on Holy Spirit). The person who most influenced these people was C.I. Scofield. He was an intellectual lawyer who associated with liberal Bible scholars of that day.

(The Scofield Reference Bible, Introduction, page iv January 1,1909) The Revised Version, which has now been before the public for twenty- seven years, gives no indication of becoming in any general sense the people's Bible of the English-speaking world. The discovery of the Sinaitic Ms. and the labors in the field of textual criticism of such scholars as Griesbach, Lachmann, Tischendorf, Tregelles, Winer, Alford, and Westcott and Hort, have cleared the Textus Receptus of minor inaccuracies, while confirming in a remarkable degree the general accuracy of the Authorized Version of that text. Such emendations of the text as scholarship demands have been placed in the margins of this edition, which therefore combines the dignity, the high religious value, the tender association of the past, the literary beauty and remarkable general accuracy of the Authorized Version, with the results of the best textual scholarship.     C.I. Scofield

Emendations: correction of a text fault by qualified scholars????

In many churches the Old Scofield Bible is recommended to new converts as the best study bible available.

Hey, I am talking to people that say they believe the English K.J.V. is God's preserved word, without error!!

Brother Tom, The word for "ghost" in the original manuscripts is translated as "Pneuma" which mean wind or spirit.

Wait! Wait!! There are no original manuscripts, remember!!!!!!
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Plus we state we believe the English K.J.V. is superior to any Greek/Hebrew Manuscripts, Right!!!!!

Let's keep the battle ground level! Let's be Honest! THINK!!!

If my Bible never uses the name Holy Spirit in a New testament setting, why would I change Holy Ghost to Holy Spirit? Can you answer that?

The Tyndale Bible of 1525 did not change to Holy Spirit!
The Great Bible of 1539 did not change to Holy Spirit! 
The Geneva Bible of 1562 did not change to Holy Spirit!
The Bishop's Bible of 1602 did not change to Holy Spirit! 
The K.J.V. Bible of 1611 did not change to Holy Spirit!
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If I use Holy Spirit when the A.V. uses Holy Ghost, then I have become a Bible perverter.

We all have been influenced by the perverted text. We all have unknowingly used it in ignorance. I have been working daily for over five years correcting my usage. I personally do not want to stand before the Judgment Seat of Christ and be charged with changing the word. I want to be correct in the use of God's word.

We need to use the proper name given in the scripture.
Holy Ghost of God is not correct. He is not of God, he is God the Holy Ghost!

Hold it! Hold it!! Let me sidetrack a lie from the devil.

After coming to the Throne of Grace and thanking God the Father for his goodness, mercy, longsuffering, blessing, and asking for forgiveness of sins, through the shed blood of the Lord Jesus Christ....It is proper to pray; Dear Holy Ghost I ask that you empower me to stand for you today. I ask for power and boldness to witness and give out tracts. Please empower me to
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fear you and obey the word. Please work in me today to both will and do your good pleasure. My desire is to please you in everything I do, say, and think. I ask that you produce your fruit in my life today. I ask for your protection and guidance today. In Jesus Name I pray, Amen.


Relax! Relax! I am speaking to the Cream of the Crop! I'm speaking to men, women, boys, and girls who are dedicated to God, faithful to church, and believe the English King James Bible to be God's word without error. Let us not be guilty of changing God's word. Let us not condemn/criticize others that change God's word and be guilty of the same sin.

Let us not become the chief of hypocrites

Now, back to sermon: Who is God the Holy Ghost?

2.) God the Holy Ghost is our prayer partner !

"But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Ghost, ...Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercessions for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercessions for the saints according to the will of God....For through him we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father."

The Holy Ghost presents a sorted prayer (in the will of God) to the throne!

3.) God the Holy Ghost is the teacher of the word!

“Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth...But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. But God hath revealed them to us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth: comparing spiritual things with spiritual...but the anointing
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which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it taught you, ye shall abide in him.”     John 16:13 - I Corinthians 2;9-13 - I John 2:27

Only God the Holy Ghost can teach us spiritual truths. Man can only present it as a sermon or study material.

The Holy Ghost teaches us in four ways:

Recall of scriptures: He brings to mind scripture that we have read, heard in a sermon, or memorized to help our understanding and develop our spiritual growth.

Implantation of thoughts: He gives us thoughts as simple as, "I wonder why ?" To cause us to dig in the word and seek him in prayer for understanding and guidance.

Direction; He guides us as we read, meditate, and study doctrine. He knows what we need and when we need it. He will always point out error if we are sensitive to his voice.

Illumination of the scripture. He will cause a portion of scripture to nearly jump off the page. It will be scripture we have read dozens of times. However, the time was not right for it to be revealed to us until now. In the U.S.M.C. they would say, "He dropped a Luminous grenade over it.”

You reckon it would be wise to ask the One who wrote the scripture, to teach us? We need to ask the Holy Ghost for wisdom and understanding as how to obey and apply the scripture in our everyday life.

4.) God the Holy Ghost is the executer of the word!

"For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.....and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God:..                                                 Hebrews 4:12 - Ephesians 6:17

He uses the word of God to show us adjustments we need to make in our daily walk each day. He shows us what is right or wrong in our lives. He reveals wickedness deep in our hearts. Godly sorrow is a work of God the
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Holy Ghost. When he reproves us of a sin, we need to confess that sin and be restored to fellowship immediately!!!! "If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us. But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship on with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. Confess: to acknowledge something as true: to admit as true.
To confess something as sin, is to see it as God says it is, wicked! If we as believers see sin as exceedingly wicked, then we should immediately repent and confess and be restored.

Evangelist T.V. Compton says, "To confess a sin is to take God's side against your own self. God you are completely right and Compton is completely wrong." Amen!

Through the reproof of the Holy Ghost and promise of the scripture, we can walk in fellowship and live the abundant life. "If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit"... Walk in the Spirit and ye shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh."

5.) God the Holy Ghost empowers us to serve him.

“For it is God which worketh in you both to will and do of his good pleasure...What? know ye not your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own. For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's."        Philippians 2:13 - I Corinthians 6:19

6.) God the Holy Ghost produces Godly fruit in our lives
"But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance: against such there is no law."                            Galatians 5:22-23
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We cannot produce this fruit on our own, we are a proven failure. We produce exactly the opposite on our own. Only the Holy Ghost can produce this divine fruit in our life.

7.) God the Holy Ghost reproves and births the lost sinner.

“And when he is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness and of judgment....Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.
