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The Advent (Second Coming)


There are lots of folks that do not know or understand that the “Rapture” and “the Second Coming of Jesus Christ” are two separate events. Some think it is the same event and this is simply not what the Holy Scriptures teaches. If one was to actually read what the Bible “says” concerning this matter, they would quickly see that this is not what the word of God states. In this study you will see clear differences by the Scriptures what is the truth. They are two different events for two completely different reasons to accomplish two completely different outcomes. Again, what does the Bible “say?” Let’s see the differences.

1. Neither the resurrection of the dead or the Second Advent is, or is referred to as “mysteries” in the Bible. They are both clearly mentioned centuries before Jesus Christ showed up.

Advent

2. The Rapture is a “Mystery” unrevealed until after Pentecost.

Rapture
“Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption. B _ _ _ _ _, I s _ _ _ y _ _ a m _ _ _ _ _ _; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.” 1 Corinthians 15:50-52

3. The local churches and the Body of Christ are “LUKEWARM” at the end of the Church Age preceding the Rapture. They are “NOT” lukewarm at the end of the Tribulation; the Body of Christ is not even there.

Rapture
“And unto the angel of t _ _ c _ _ _ _ _ of t _ _ L _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God; I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert cold or hot. So then because t _ _ _ a _ _ l _ _ _ _ _ _ _, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee out of my mouth.: Revelation 3:14-16

Advent
“After this I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude, which no man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, and people, and tongues, stood before the throne, and before the Lamb, clothed with white robes, and palms in their hands; And cried with a loud voice, saying, Salvation to our God which sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb. And all the angels stood round about the throne, and about the elders and the four beasts, and fell before the throne on their faces, and worshipped God, Saying, Amen: Blessing, and glory, and wisdom, and thanksgiving, and honor, and power, and might, be unto our God for ever and ever. Amen. And one of the elders answered, saying unto me, What are these which are arrayed in white robes? and whence came they? And I said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. Rapture

4. At the Advent, Christ lands on the ground; at the Rapture, He comes in the AIR and does not touch the ground.

Christ touches the earth (Advent)

Christ does not touch the earth (Rapture)

5. At the Rapture, there is no change in Satan’s position: he doesn’t get locked up in any pit as he does at the Advent. There are no changes in Nature at the Rapture. By the time of the Advent, nearly two-thirds of the world has been destroyed on both land and sea.

After the Advent

6. At the Rapture, Christ doesn’t judge any Jews or any Nations; At the Advent, He judges the entire world.

Advent

7. None of the Lords enemies are killed at the Rapture; millions upon millions are slaughtered at His Advent.

Advent
